2. Bridge Program – Applicants from IP communities shall undergo a bridge program to prepare them in the entrance and qualifying exams.

3. Examinations – After screening the documents, qualified applicants need to pass two exams, namely the Philippine Aptitude Test for Teachers (PATT) which serves as STEP UP’s qualifying exam and the partner TEI’s entrance exam. Passers of both exam shall notified about their acceptance in the scholarship program.

4. Interviews – Applicants with borderline/near passing scores in the combined document screening and examinations shall be further screened through a panel interview. The interview will be composed of three panels representing PBEd, the TEI and DFAT.

5. Notification of results and enrolment – All applicants will be informed of the results of the application. The STEP UP Team and the school mentors will then assist the applicants in their enrollment in the partner TEI.
